RSCDS Membership Subscriptions
Thank you to everyone who has kept up their RSCDS membership.  As you know, because there was no dancing during the Covid pandemic lockdown, our Branch decided to subsidise subscriptions this year and pay half the membership fee from Branch funds for existing members renewing in July 2021; single membership therefore entailed a cost of only £9 instead of £18 for 2021-22.
In November 2021, RSCDS held their AGM, where a motion was put forward to increase subscription fees from £18 to £25 (single membership, with other membership subscriptions based pro-rata on this amount).  Amanda and Sheila, as Branch delegates, did vote against this motion, but unfortunately it was carried.  The increase in fees will therefore take effect in July 2022.
